ELIGIBILITY RULES FOLLOWING AIU CRITERIA 2017-18/2018-19
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(@) Not more than 8 years have elapsed since a student passed the examination qualifying him / her for first

admission to a college affiliated to a university. The eight year period mentioned above shall be distributed
as below:

i. Not more than 5 years after passing 10+2 examination or equivalent examination while pursuing
Graduate Courses/Studies.

ii.  Not more than 3 years after passing Graduation or equivalent while pursuing Post Graduate
Courses/Studies, irrespective of any other conditions like change of class / course | faculty, joining

lower class from higher shall be eligible to participate in the Inter College State Sports & Games
Championship, 2019-20 for the actual length of such graduate courses / studies.

Only students, who are less than 25 years of age as on 1%t July of the academic year (2019-20) in which
the tournament is held, can participate.

If it is found that in case of team game any ineligible participant represents the college team / district team, the
said college team / district team will be scratched & penal action will be taken against the college by the
Education Directorate, Govt. of W.B. In case of Individual game, the particular athlete or player will be penalized.
In that case suspension of the team or player may be implied up to two years.

D. GUIDELINES FOR ATHLETICS CHAMPIONSHIP

1. Two competitors per event in Athletics (both Men & Women separately) can take part from each college for the
district championship.

2. A competitor will be allowed to take part in maximum three (3) events excluding 4 X 100 mts relay race.

3. If in any particular event if there is less than five competitors, in that case a selection trial will be taken and the
standard winning competitors may be sent to state level with prior discussion with the Govt. Observer.

4. In each event a college will send the first two position (1t & 2%) holders (both Men & Women separately) in
Athletics for the district championship. The first two position holders (both Men & Women separately) in each
event at the district championship will be entitled to represent the district at the State Level Championship.

5. Ifthere is any Tie in second position only one athlete will be selected by lot for the second position.

6. In Athletics every host district will send one regular male and one regular female teacher as escort and one
attendant along with the district athletic team during state championship and they will be selected by the Host
College in consultation with the Govt. Observer.

7. No team in any case will be entertained without the regular teacher escort. If the team reports either for
the district or state championship without regular teacher escort will be send back immediately.

b. Name of the District Football Champion Team along with the list of the registered players (18 only), the
Eligibility proforma duly filled in and signed by the Principal of Host Colleges and countersigned by the
Govt. Observer.

c. The colour of the eligibility proforma should be Sky Blue for State level, Yellow for Host College and
white for the college.

d. Duly filed in counter parts of the certificates along with a statement of certificates
(usedfunusedicancetled) mentioning the serial numbers of the certificates to be submitted at the
Education Directorate's office. Cancelled certificates should also be retumed to the Education
Directorate and in the counter part of the certificate “CANCELLED" should be mentioned.

e. Utilization Certificate on proper format (SR330A) in triplicate, Statement of accounts (In Broad Head) in
triplicate and other related papers will have to be submitted after the completion of the meet latest by 1
March, 2020.

Every District will have to arrange the opening and the closing ceremony of the Athletic Meet and the Football
Championship as per with a standard sports meet.

Necessary sub-committees (As per Annexure — A) will have to be formed along with the formation of the
organizing committee.

Specimen of the Eligibility Proforma, Entry form etc will be supplied to the participating colleges of his/her
District.

It is the duty of the District Organizers to inform the (date, time, venue, fixture of the state championship)
competitors and the champion team (Football & Kho Kho) through their Principal and Teacher-in-Charge. He/she
should inform the names and telephone numbers of the teacher escort of his/her district with a request to make
contact with them for further details.
